REVIEWS OF PAST EVENTS

Mercersburg Inn by Donna Lerew

The Mercersburg Inn was the site of the September tea. Most of us traveled about two hours to arrive at the 101 year old Inn. Beautiful, huge fireplaces, 11 foot ceilings and antique furniture could be seen in the sitting rooms. "Tea is being served" signaled the group to gather in the enclosed sun porch at a long table. Three tier servers held four different tea sandwiches: almond chicken salad, egg salad supreme, tomato with goat cheese, and cucumber mint. Blue cheese stuffed celery sticks, red grapes, and fresh strawberries garnished the plates. Teapots filled with regular and decaf black tea sat on the table. 

The three-tier servers were removed and replaced with dessert. The plates held zucchini pineapple bread, strawberry bread, almond short bread cookies, raspberry almond tea cake, and chocolates. 

The Inn was built in 1909 as the home of a local industrialist family. The inn now has 17 guest rooms. Mercersburg was the birthplace of President James Buchanan. 
If you are looking for a short weekend retreat or a relaxing Sunday drive, I recommend you visit the Mercersburg Inn. We had a very enjoyable afternoon there.

The three tier server arrived with scones, sandwiches and desserts. The scones were accompanied with lemon curd, jam and clotted cream. Sandwiches included salmon cucumber on whole wheat, chicken salad on white and open face tomato with cream cheese rounds. The final course - dessert!! We were served carrot cake, chocolate cream cheese mini-cupcake, apple pie bar and toffee cheese cake.
